Electrical Box Bracket

1. Place box support between electrical box and plaster ring as shown.

2. Attach plaster ring to box as shown.

3. Position offset in box support fully onto edge of stud as shown. Bend
support leg to alternate stud depth as needed.

4. Align notch on box support with box locatfion mark on stud. Mount
assembly o stud using self tapping screw. SMS8 low-profile screw
is recommended.

(Do not feed non-metallic sheathed cables through hole in support leg.)
